“LIBERAL GENERATION”, BELARUS

Student youth – is a specific kind of community, the nation’s future, having the most pronounced need for self-actualization. They rush to raise their social potential, to gain new life experience. 

Nowadays nearly all the organizations, focusing on the youth, are under the jurisdiction of the state, hence their activity being of a semi-official and formalized nature.
The organization “Liberal Generation” was set up to help the student youth to self-actualize and to organize their leisure.  
Object of the organization: to frame favorable conditions for the development of a creative, energetic young person having active civil position.
The main tasks of the organization:
1. Encouragement of creative undertakings, impulses to self-actualization of a free individual.

2. Help in the organization of students’ leisure time.
3. Popularization of democratic ideas, institutions of a civil society.

History of the organization: “Liberal Generation” was established in 2004 by associate students from different universities of Minsk. In 2005 the organization met with regional support. In 2006 it entered the association “Rada”.
          Structure of the organization: “Liberal Generation” is set up on the federal principle. The main membership of the organization – the students of all the regions of Belarus, living in Minsk (active staff of 10-15 people + passive staff of 10-15 people). There are local offices of the organization in every regional centre, except Mogilev, composed of the active staff of 5-10 people + passive staff of 5-10 people.
          The specificity and the advantage of “Liberal Generation” is that every year the regional structures are replenished with former students returning to the permanent residence after their studies. Thus, the number of regional associates (in addition to those who are already involved) is constantly increasing. Furthermore, they often know each other, what makes easier interregional contacts, forms the basis of the team unity and contributes to the best search of solutions.
          Organization’s activities:

1. Working out and achievement of the projects relative to the objectives of “Liberal Generation” (for example, “The development of students’ self-government”, “Summer journalist school”, “Body-art festival”).
2. Arrangement of the sightseeing student tours in neighbor countries (as the journey on the 18-19th of December 2005 in Vilnius).

3.  Holding and participation in various seminars and trainings (as the training on the 13-15th of July 2006 “Open school of the local community”).

4.  Organization of the active student leisure (a bitching good trip to shit knows where with a barrel of fire-water…).
